LIGHT OF THE WORLD

Epiphany can be understood as
an extension of the Nativity of
the Lord that we celebrate on
December 25. While at Christ-
mas we celebrate Jesus’ coming
as the long-awaited king and
Messiah of the Jewish people, on Epiphany we celebrate
the revelation that Jesus is the Savior and Light of all na-
tions—Jews, Gentiles, and all people.

The star shines so brightly that it attracts magi who come
from far distant countries to worship Jesus. They are not
Jews, yet they are drawn to the Light of the world. The
letter to the Ephesians reveals that the Light of the world
was for the Gentiles as well as the Jews—Christ gathers
all people into the light of his love. The reading from Isaiah
also describes a gathering of diverse peoples, but this
time it is to the light that emanates from the people of God.

SANTA ELIZABETH SETON (1774-1821)
4 de enero

Elizabeth naci6 en una familia anglicana donde aprendié
a amar a Dios y a la Sagrada Escritura. Contrajo matrimo-
nio a los 19 afios con William Seton y ambos engendra-
ron cinco hijos. Debido a la economia y la salud de su
marido, emigro a ltalia y posteriormente sufrié la muerte
de su esposo. Gracias al testimonio y ayuda de una fami-
lia catdlica, expresoé su deseo de hacerse catdlica v, final-
mente, en 1805 profesé la plena comunion con la Iglesia.
Como hija de catedratico llegé a ser una mujer de ampli-
sima educacion e ingenio y fundé una escuela para edu-
car a los nifios y mantener a su familia. Unos afios des-
pués, junto con otras tres comparieras fundaron otra es-
cuela en Baltimore, naciendo asi la primera comunidad
religiosa de mujeres fundada en los Estados Unidos: Her-
manas de la Caridad de San José. Gracias a su vision y
al carisma de sus hermanas, crearon las escuelas parro-
quiales en los Estados Unidos, influenciando el creci-
miento del catolicismo y por supuesto, la educacion cato-
lica. Fue la primera mujer estadounidense en ser canoni-
zada.
