Next weekend, as part of our Lenten 
almsgiving, we will take up a collection to support 
this great work.  The funds go to feed the students, 
provide them with uniforms, and to pay for the staff 
that is needed 24/7 to both educate and look after 
the children.

Augustine has been one of the greatest joys of my 
life.  You will probably get to meet him this 
summer when he will hopefully be able to come to 
the United States (he tries to visit every two years).  
I thank you for whatever you are able to offer.  May
