Getting to know Fr. Galarza! [ was born in
Ecuador on June 21, 1970. My parents are +Hernan
and Maria. I am the second of seven children; I
have 5 sisters and another brother. I grew up in a
Catholic home with traditions and devotions,
especially to the Virgin Mary and the Blessed
Sacrament.

In 1989, I joined the congregation of Oblate

was ordained a priest in Cuenca, Ecuador.

By the generous invitation of Archbishop Harry
Flynn in 2001, I came to this Archdiocese to serve
the Hispanic community. For the past 17 years, I
was the parish priest of the Ecuadorian community
of northeastern Minneapolis in the parish of St.
Cyril & Methodius.

As of February 1, 2018, I am now the parochial
vicar of Guardian Angels and St. Nicholas here in
Carver County.

I trust in the prayers of all of you. I am here to share
and grow our faith in the Good God with the help of
you all.
